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GUIDELINES FOR SCHOOLS/COLLEGES/INSTITUTIONS ON INFLUENZA A/HIN1

There have been some cases of Influenza A HIN1 Virus among students and staff in
certain schools, primarily in Delhi and Maharashtra. There has been considerable speculztion
over the need for dlosure of schools to control the outbreak This matter has been considered
by the Joint Monitoring Group In the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, All schocls and
colleges are advised to observe the following guidelines for managing cases of Infection of
Influenza AHINL.

() Any stadent or staff member showing flu like symptoms such as fever, cough, running
nose and difficulty in breathing should be allowed to stay at home for a period of 7 to 10
days. -

(i) Educational institutions should not insist on production of medical certificate by the
student/staf.

i} Educational institutions should monitor the health status of such students/staff who
might hizve come in contact with a suspected case of Influenza AHINT o see whether
‘they develop flu like symptoms, Tn case they do 50, they should be allowed 1o stay home,
as outlined at (1) zbove

(v In case of students staying in Hostels, the educational institutions would not only
onitGF The healt SEERS of e Students; Bt also that of care providers. It has to be
ensured that the Gare providers wear face mask and wash hands regulary. It might not
e advisable to send the boarders back to home, as it would spread infection further.

) “Educatonal nsnuions are futher encouraged t0 eport such cases 1o local health
officers for further monitoring.

(i) Given the eurrent magnitude of the spread of AHINI infection and the fact that the
current virus is fairly mild, closure of educational institutions on account of
student/staff member falling il with flu ke sym mmm‘i

(il In the first place, the schools should discourage the excursions of the students to the
affected countries.

(i) In case if the students had proceeded to affected countries on unavaidable tours, then
on theirreturn, if some students show flu like symptoms of fever, sore- throat, cough,
body ache, running nose, difficulty breathing etc. They should be advised to abstain
from attending schoal and be allowed to stay at home for & period of 7 to 10 days.
